
RESOLUTION NO. 3300 

A RESOLUTION of the Port Commission of the Port of Seattle Amending Unit 20 
(Harbor Island) of the Comprehensive Scheme of Harbor 
Improvements of the Port of Seattle Declaring Certain Real Property 
Located on the Seattle WaterhoilP Surplus and No Langer Needed 
for Port Purposes and Authorizing Its Sale. 

WHEREAS, the voters of King County, pursuant to the provisions of enabling legislation 

adopted by the Legislature of the State of Washington, Chapter 92, Laws of 191 1, WCW 

Title 53, authorized and approved at a special election held in King County on the 5th day of 

September 191 1. the formation of a Port District coextensive with King County tc be ktlown as 

the Port of Seattle; and 

WHEREAS, the Port of Seattle was thereupon established as a Port District and has 

since been and now is a duly authorized and acting Pat District of the State of Washington; 

and 

WHEREAS, the original Comprehensive Scheme of Harbor Improvements of the Port of 

Seattle was fixed in Resolution No. 17 of the Port Cmmlssbn end was ratified by the qrralifid 

electors of the Pod District at a special election held therein on March 5, 4912; and 

WHEREAS, Unit 20 00 the Comprehensive Scheme of Harbor Drnprovements has been 
most recently amended by Port Commission Resofirtion No. 3266; and 

WHEREAS, an official public hearing was held January 12,1999, after notice of such 

hearing was duly published as provided by law, the question as to whether said Unit 20 shodd 
be further emended and modified tQ provide for esrtain portions thereof to ba declared surplus 

to Povt needs; and 

WHEREAS, the Part has heard from call persons desiring to speak at said public hearing 

with rqerd to the proposed amendment and modification to Unit 20, including without limitatbn 
the environmental aspects of such amendment and modification; and 

WHEREAS, the members of the Port Commission at said public hearing v;,swad maps, 
plans, and other date regarding the property proposed for sale. which maps, plans, and other 

data were end are now on Ale in the office of the Port Csmmission; and 

WHEREAS, the mernbem of the Port Commission have discussed and cansidered the 

proposed amendment to Unit 20 of the Comprehenshre Scheme in light ab ull canments by 

member8 of the public at the public hearing; 
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE K RESOLVED by the Port Cornmission of the Port of Seattk 

as follows: 

Section 1. The real property shown on the Orawing attached as Exhibit A and legally

described as follows and which is part of Unit 20 of the Comprehensive Scheme is hereby 

declared surplus to Port needs and is no longer needed for Port purposes: 

THOSE PORTIONS OF LOTS 1 THROUGH 4, INCLUSIVE, BLOCK 406, SEATIIE 
TIDELANDS, EXTENSION NO. 1, ACCORDING TO THE MAPS ON FlLE IN THE 
OFFICE OF THE COMMISSIONER OF PUBLIC LANDS IN OLYMPIA, WASHINGTON, 
DESCRIBED AS FOLLOWS: 

COMMENCING AT THE NORTHEASTERLY CORNER OF SAID BLOCK 4OG; THENCE
