A RESOLUTION of the Port Commission of the Port of Seattle
declaring certain real property no longer
needed for Port's purposes and surplus to the
Port's needs; and authorizing its sale.

WHEREAS, the voters of King County, pursuant to the provisions of
enabling legislation adopted by the Legislature of the State of Washington,
Chapter 92, Laws of 1911, R.C.W. 53.040.101, authorized and approved at a
special election held in King County on the 5th day of September 1911, the
formation of a Port District coextensive with King County to be known as the
Port of Seattle; and

WHERFAS, the Port of Seattlie was thereupon established as a Port
District and has since been and now is a duly authorized and acting Port
District of the State of Washington; and

WHEREAS, Port Commission Resolution No. 3062 endorsed the
agreement of the Seattle-~Tacoma International Airport Noise Mediation Committee
and authorized a limited program for enhanced Transaction Assistance for
homeowners who live adjacent to Port acquisition areas; and

WHEREAS, the Port of Seattle acquired the real property described
below as part of the Transaction Assistance Program authorized by Resolution
No. 3062; and

WHEREAS, said real property is neither used nor needed for its
intended purpose or other purposes of the Port,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Port Commission of the Port
of Seattle as follows:
