WHEREAS, the results of the Port of Seattle Comprehensive 

Recreational Boating Study identify areas in which the cowunity 16 deficlent i n  

salt-water recreational boating needs; and 

WHEREAS. the Commission has reviewed the goals, needs. objectives, 

and strategies outlined in the Port of Seattle Comprehensive Recreational 

Boating Study

The central Puget Sound economy had its b e m g  m a comhahon of throe namd resources: timber, 
protected harbors whch made shipping possible, and fishmg. These cconormc mots grew to include a 
strong manufacturing base pnrnanly focused on the acxuspacc industry 
As wth the nahon as a whole, over *& past 25 years that has b a n  a sh& of manufacturing to non- 
manufacturing employment. In 1%7. manufactlmng accounted fa 33% of total employment in King 
County.

The western boundary of h g  County hes along the salt-waters of Puget Sound This boundary 
actually extends out mto Puget Sound to encompass Vashon and Maury Islands which he between 
Seattle and Tacoma 
Given that the county 1s enhrely bounded ohone side by salt-water and is dotted wth  fresh-water lakes, 
it seem natural that there would be sigrufcant mterest m recreational boahng In fact. such seems the 
case for the entue westm Waslungton area. A c c d n g  to a study enhtkd 'The Manna Industry m 
Washmgton State Growth and Change", 1981-uKx) (Bob G o o d m  1991). moorage occupancy rates 
between western and eastern Washmgton showed both a higher peak season late (96% vs 87%) and a 
hgher year-round usage rate (81% vs. 27%) in western Washmgton The study reported that clunate 
and dISmbuhOn of boating popuhhon and ~OUIhOn of deshnahon cruising and resort areas were w o  
factors contnbuhng to h s  Werence. 
Local pleasure boat traffic patterns can be idenhfied thorough local StaaShcS and from reports prcpaxed 
for exlSMg Puget Sound mannas The U.S Gorp of E n p e a s  prepares and updates a Recnahonal 
Boat Study each 10 years in Waslungton Srate. Monthly pattcms of rccnahonal boat usage can be 
compiled from &IC counts at the Ballard Locks and boat launch counts in Kmg County from the 1978 
Recreahond Boat Study. Table #1 shows monthly reCreahOnd boat hsmbuhon indxators These 
counts demonstrate that usage peaks in July and August Seventy percent (70%) of traffic occurs m fm- 
weather months from May through September off-peak months average about 30% of peak summer 
months.
