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Now therefore, pursuant to and for the purpose of carrying out the provisions
oi the Airport and Airway Improvement Act of 1982, herein called the "Act,”
and/or the Aviation Safety and Noise Abatement Act of 1979, and in
consideration or' (a) the fponsor's adoption and ratification of the
representations and assurances contained in caid Project Application and its
acceptance of this Offer as hereinafter provided, and (b) the benefits to
accrue to the Unitea CZtates ana the public from the accomplishment of the
Project ana compliance with the assurances and conditicns as herein provided,
The Federal Aviation Administration, for and op behalf of the United States,
hereby offers and agrees to pay, as the United States share of the allowable

costz incurred in accomplishing the Project, seventy five (75) percentum of
all allowable Project costs.

This Offer 1s made on and subject tu the following terms and conditions:
Conditions

1. The maximum obligation of the United States payable under this offer
shall be $90,000.00. For the purposes of any [luture grant amendments
which may increace the foregoing: maximum obligation or' the United States
under the provisions of Cection 512(b) of the Act, the following amounts
are being specified for this purpose:

e -0- for land acquisition
$ ~0- for airport development or no:i:ce program

implementation (other than Land acquisition)

2. The allowable costs of the project shall not include any costs determined
by the FAA to be ineligible for consideration as tc allowability under

the Act.

3. Payment of the United States share or the allowable project costs will be
made pursuant to and in accordance with the provisions of such
regulations and procedures ac the Sfecretary shall prescribe. Unless

otherwise stated in this grant agreement, any program income earned by
the sponcor during the grant period =shall be deducted from the total
allowable project costc prior to mak:ng the f{inal determination or' the
United States share. Final determination of the United States share will
be based upon the final audit of the total amount ol allowable project

costs and settlement will be made ror any upward or downward adjustments
to the Federal share of costa.

4. The sponcor shall carry out and complete the Project without undue delay
and in acccjrdance with the terms hereof, and such regulations and
procedures as the Secretary shall prescribe, and agrees to comply with
the assurances which were made part of the prcject application.

5. The FAA reserves the right to amend or withdraw this offer at any time
prior to i1ts acceptance by the sponsor.

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6. This offer shall expire and the United States shali not be obligated to
pay any part or tne costs ot the project unless this offer has been
accepted by tne sponsor on or before September 30, 1987 or such
subsequent dat= ac may be prescribed in writing by the FAA

7. The sponsor shail take all steps, including litigation .f necessary, to
recover Federal funds spent fraudulentiy, wastefully, or in viclation of
Federal antitrust statutes, or misused in any other manner in any project
upon whnich Federal funds have been expended. For the purposes of this
grant agreement the term "Federal funds" means funds however used or
disbursed by the sponsor that were originally paid pursuant to this or
any other Federal grant agreement. It shall obtain the approvai of the
fecretary as to any determination or' the amount of the Feaerai share of
such funds. It shall return the recovered Feaeral share, including funds
recovered by settlement, order or judgment, to the Secretary. It shall
furnish to the Secretary upon request, all documents and recoras
pertaining to the determination of the amount of the Federal share or to
any settlement, litigat.on, negotiation, or other efforts taken to
recover such fund.. All settlements or other final positions or the
sponsor, in court or otnerwize, involving the reccvery or such Federai
share shall be approved in advance by the Secretary.

8. The United States shall not be responsibie or l:able for damage to
property or injury to persons which may arise frocm, or be incident to,
compliance with this grant agreement.

Special Conditions

9. It is understood and agreed by and between Lthe parties hereto that the
Standard DOT Title M Assurances executed by the Sponsor on May 18, 1987
are hereby incorporated herein and mwade a part hereol” by reference.

10. The Sponser shall provide for audit or the Project to be made in
accordance with the O0ffice o1 Management and Budget Circular A-128.

Dear Mr. Brougher:

This letter will serve as official notification rhat the Washington State Division
of Aeronautics, has allocated 56,000.00 to the Seattle-Tacoma International

Airport. These funds are to be used for an update to the airspace study finished
in 1982.

If you accept this allocation you are required to supply this office with periodic
copies ot billings and costs for this project. Failure to supply these copies will
slow down and possibly jeopardize your allocation. Your records on this project
must be available for review at any time during the project, for future audit
puUrposes.

Also, you will be required to post a & x 8' sign, indicating the name of the
airport, and stating that ""this project is sponsored by local government and the
Washington State Department of Transportation, Division of Aeronautics.
Funds for this project are generated through a tax on general aviation {uel and
are returned to general aviation by way of the airport aid program."

The Secretary of Transportation, Washington State, may terminate this
agreement at any time because of legal matters detrimental to the state or the
local government, because of insufficient funds held by the Division of
Aeronautics to complete the project, or by mutual consent between the local
government and the Division of Aeronautics o the Department of
Transportation. The Department of Transportation, Division of Aeronautics
will be held responsible for the state's cost share of the project at the time of
any such termination.

The airport must remain open forthe expected life of the project, ana exclusive
use policies will not be tolerated.

GRANT AGREEMENT

To: Port of Seattle
(Hereinreferred to as the "Public Entity")

From: The State of Washington, acting through the Aeronautics Division, Department
of Transportation. (Herein referred to as the "State")

WHEREAS, the Public Entity has submitted to the State for Subvenginn f thle Washlp ton
Airport Aid Program for (acquisition and/or development) of the =€a-lac lInterna
Airport together with the plans and specifications for such project, which project
application has been approved by the State and 1s hereby incorporated herein and made a
part hereof;

WHEREAS, the State has approved a project for development of the airport consisting of
the following described airport development:

NOW, THEREFORE, pursuant to and for the purpose of carrying out the provisions of the
State Act, and in consideration of the (a) Public Entity's adoption and ratification of the
representations and assurances contained n said project application, and its acceptance of
this offer as hereinafter provided, and (b} the benefits to accrue to the State of Washington
and the public from the accomplishment of the project and the operation and maintenance
of the airport as herein provided, the State hereby agrees to pay as its allowable costs
incurred in accomplishing the project.

The terms and conditions of this grant agreement are as follows:

The maximum obligation of the State payable wunder this grant shall be
$6.000

The Public Entity shall:

l. Deposit in an Aviation Fund for said airport, at least$ 23,000 to
match the State's participation in said project. It covenants in any case to
complete the projectby June 30, 1988

onal



Carry out and complete the project in accordance with the plans and
specification and property map, incorporated herein, as they may be revised or
modified with the approval of the state.

In connection with the acquisition of real property for the project, the Public
Entity shall secure at least two written appraisals by competent, experienced
appraisers who are members of a recognized professional appraisal organrzation
and shal! not pay in excess of the highest appraisal without the written consent
of the state except as otherwise directed by a court of competent jurisdiction

after contested trial and judgment not resulting from an agreement between
the parties.

No state funds will be paid to the Public Entity in any case until it certifies in
writing that it has Aviation Funds for said airport in an amount equal to the
state's participation, or the amount designated in paragraph (I) above, which
deposited amount will be used solely lor the purpose in question.

The Public Entity agrees to hold said airport open to the flying public during the
useful life of the facilities developed under this project; ,that no exclusive
operating or use agreements shall be granted to any person, company, or
corporation; that failure to abide by such agreement shall automatically
obligate the immediate and full return of all State of Washington money
expended in behalf of the project to the State of Washington with recsonable
interest. Further, the Public Entity agrees to keep the facility open during the
useful life of the project or lor a stated term of years, whichever is shorter.

The Public Entity will make no charge to the State or its agencies lor a limited,
but reasonable, amount of state agency use or for state activity in search and
rescue. And, further, RCU 47.68 is lolloued to best serve the public.

The allowable costs of the project shall not include any costs determined by the State to be
ineligible for consideration as to allowability.

The State reserves the right to amend or withdraw this offer at any time prior to ts
acceptance by the Public Entity.

This offer shall expire and the State shall not be obligated to pay any part ol the costs of
the project unless this agreement ha5 been accepted by the Public Entity on such
subsequent date as may be prescribed in writing by the State.

Except for those projects receiving both <tate and federal aid, the following inspection
scheduled, and reporting system will be required:

A.

Inspection Schedule and Reporting System will vary for each project. Dasically,
the inspection schedule will be placed on a quarterly basis. On projects taking
less than three {3) months, the Public Entity will be required to make reports
and be inspected on the following schedule:

1. Public Entit) project cornmmencement date,

2. Public Entity report project completion date and reques! {inal inspection.
3 State will make final inspection and rip-off project as completed.

4. State will arrange for audit of account in accordance uith regularly
scheduled audit program.



3. Projects taking over three {3) months will be set up on a quarterly inspection
and progress report system. The Public Entity will be required to make reports
and be inspected on the following schedule:

. Report project commencement date.

2. Public Entity will make a three {3) months progress report. This will be a
letter report giving percentage of project completed, Fund expenditures to
date, and short narrative of the project progress, problems encountered
and plans for project completion.

3. State will make quarterly project inspections and prepare the report of
inspection. A copy of the report will be delivered to the Public Entity.

4. Public Entity will make report of completion of project and request final
Inspection.

5. State will make final inspection and sign-off as completed.

6. State will arrange for audit of account in accordance with regularly
scheduled audit program.

It should be made clear that a violation of any of the terms of the Grant Agreement will
leave the State free to choose among one or more of the following reredies

A. The withholding of any future airport aid, and/or
B. The return of grant funds awarded as an action for specific performance, and/or

C. Enforcement of the commitment made by the applicant.

The Public Entity’s acceptance of this offer and ratification and adoption of the project
application incorporated herein shall he evidenced by execution of this instrument by the
Public Entity, as hereafter provided, and said offer and acceptance shall comprise
allocation agreement, constituting the obligation and rights of the State and the Public
Entity with respect to the accomplishment of the project and the operation and
maintenance of the airport. Such allocation agreement shall become effective upon the
Public Entity’s acceptance of this offer and shall remain in full force and effect throughout
the useful lifeof the facilities developed under the project but in any event not to exceed
twenty (20) years from the date of acceptance.
