
RESOLUTION NO. 2763 

A RESOLUTION of the  Por t  Commission of t he  Port  of S e a t t l e  
providing f o r  t h e  amendment of Unit 18 of t h e  
Port s ex i s t ing  Comprehensive Scheme of Harbor 
Improvements appl icable  t o  Sea-Tac In te rna t iona l  
Airport  t o  add real property located at  the  westerly 
portion of Washington Memorial Park Cemetery. 

WHEREAS, the vo te r s  of King County, pursuant t o  the  provisions of 

enabling l e g i s l a t i o n  adopted by the Legis la ture  of t h e  State of Uashington, 

Chapter 92, Laws of 1911, RCW 53.040.101, authorized and approved a t  a 

Special  Elect ion held i n  King County on t h e  5 t h  day of September, 1911, t he  

formation of a Port  District coextensive with King County t o  be known as 

the Port of Seattle, and; 

WHEREAS, the  Port  of Seatt le was thereupon establ ished as a Port  

District and has s ince  been and now i s  a duly authorized and ac t ing  Port 

District  of the State of Washington, and; 

WHEREAS, t h e  o r i g i n a l  Comprehensive Scheme of Harbor Improvements 

of the  Port  of Seat t le  was f ixed i n  Resolution No. 1 7  of the  Port  Commis- 

s ion  and was ra t i f ied by the  qua l i f ied  e l ec to r s  of t he  Port  District a t  a 

spec ia l  e l ec t ion  held there in  on March 5, 1912, and; 

WHEREAS, Unit 18 of the  Comprehensive Scheme of Harbor Improve- 

ments was here tofore  adopted by t h e  Port  Commission of the Port  of Seattle 

by Resolution No. 1194 and ra t i f ied by t h e  qua l i f ied  e l e c t o r s  of t h e  Port  

District a t  a spec ia l  e l e c t i o n  held there in  on November 5 ,  1946 which un i t  

has been subsequently amended i n  t h e  manner provided by l a w ,  and; 

WHEREAS, an o f f i c i a l  Public Hearing was held on June 26, 1979 on 

the  question of whether or not Unit 18 of t he  Por t ' s  Comprehensive Scheme 

of Harbor Improvements appl icable  t o  Sea-Tac In te rna t iona l  Airport should 

be enlarged to include c e r t a i n  addi t iona l  real property (here inaf te r  

re fer red  t o  as the "Proposed Amendment"), and; 

WHEREAS, not ice  of s a i d  Public Hearing and of t h e  Proposed Amend- 

ment t o  be considered at  said meeting was published i n  a d a i l y  newspaper of 

general  circulation i n  t h e  Port District on June 15, 1979 as provided by 

l a w ,  and;
