e lec t ion  held therein o n  March 5, 1412; and

WHEREAS,  public convenience and necessity require  that the 

hereinafter desc r ibed  parcels  of land be acquired for the location and construc- 

t ion  of facilities necessary  and related to the operation of the P o r t  of Seattle: and 

WHEREAS, the acquisltmn and development of the properties 

hereinafter described have been previously incorporated into the comprehensive 

scheme of land development by the Commissioners  of the Por t  of Seattle and 

the f u n d s  necessary for the acquisit ion of eaid lande and development thereof 

a r e  now abailable,  

N O W ,  THEREFORE,  B Z  IT RESOLVED that the Por t  of Seattle 

sI;aXl arquirr b y  purchase and /o r  eminent domain proceedings cer tain real 

p r o p e r t y  in the  County of King,  State of Washington, dcecribed more a p p c i l -  

ically as follows 

Lots 7, 8, 9,  10, 11, 12, 13, 14 and 1 5  and thr aoutheasterly 
3C feet of lot 6 ,  a l i  being in Block 395,  Seattle Tide Lands 
i n  the C i t y  of Seattle, King County, Was:-rngton, 

Also l ea ses  described as 



( a ,  Lot 16 and the nor thwes ter ly  50 feet of LIot 17, 
Block 395, Seat t le  Tide Lands,  together  with 
the Waterway area adjacent  there to  and between 
i t s  nor thern  and sou the rn  boundar ies  projected 
and between the bulkhead l ine and the pierhead 
l ine.

and safety of the people of the Por t  of Seat t le  and this  State.

Wakef i e ld  and  Long, a t to rneys  for the P o r t  of Sea t t le ,  bc and  they a r e  he reby  

a u t h o r i x t d  and d i rec t ed  to br ing  a n d  prosecute  actions and proceedings in  the 

manner  p r o v i d t 4  l o r  by  law to condemn,  take ,  damage a n d  appropr i a t e  the  lands 

and o t h e r  p r o p e r t y  n e c e s s a r y  to c a r r y  out the provis ions of this resolut ion.
