That the Secretary of the Commission shall, and he is 

hereby authorized and directed to give such notice as is required by 

law, inviting sealed proposals for the construction of each of said sub­

divisions 1 and 2 as separate propositions, bids to be opened on the 

15th day of May, 1913, at 1:30 o'clock P.M.
