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RESOLUTION NO.117

A RESOLUTION of the Port Commission of the Port of Seattle providing
for a special election to he held June 17, 1913; for the sub-
mission to the electors in said port district of the questions
of ratifying certain changes made in the comprehensive scheme of
harbor improverent by Resolution ITo. 113, as amended by Resolu-
tion No.116, of the Port Commission; the cancellation dbf the
bonds provided to be issued for the Harbor Island Improvement

and the Harbor Island Supplemental Improvement, provided by prop-
ogitions 7 and 8, adopted at the special election held lMarch 5,
1912; and authorizing in place thereof the issuance of bonds in
the sum of three million dollars for the purpose of scquiring
lands and constructing improvements thereon included in the modi-
fied Unit No.2 of the comprehensive scheme of harbor improvement,
as set forth in said Resolution No.ll3, as smended by Resolution
No.11l6; and the issuancé of two hundred thousand dollars in bonds
for the purpose of acquiring and constructing the irmprovement
known as the Vest Seattle Ferry Improvement, as included in said
Resolution Jllo.113, as amended by Resolution No.ll6; and increas-
ing from 3 to 5 the number of the port commissioners; providing
for the manner of holding said election, and the form of ballot
to be used thereat; and providing for the giving of notices of
said election.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THI PORT COMMISSION OF THE PORT OF SEATTIE,

called in said port distrietlfor the seventeenth day of June, 1913, be-
tween the hours of eleven o'clock A.ll. and eight o'clock P.il. on said
day, at which there shall he submitted to a vote of the people of said
porf district the following propositions, to-wit:

~ PROPOSITION TWO.

_ The question of the cancellation of the proposition and the with-
drawl of the authorization for the borrowing by the Port commission of
the Port of Seattle of the sum of three million dollars and the issuing
of bonds therefor for the purpose of acquiring the lands and construct-
ing the improvements thereon provided by proposition No.7, known as the
Harbor Island Improvement, and of the cancellation of the proposition
and the withdrawl of the authorization for the borrowing of money in the

sum of two million dollars and the issuing of bonds therefor for the
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purpose of constructing the improvements described in proposition No.8,
known as the Harbor Island Supplemental Improvement, both adopted by the
people of the Port of Seattle at the special election held March 5, 1912,
and authorizing the port commission of said port of Seattle, in place

and stead of the honds so cancelled, to borrow the sum of.three million
dollars and issue honds therefor, for the purpose of acquiring such por-
tion of the tracts of land included in and described in modified Unit No.
2 of the comprehensive scheme of harbor improvement! adopted by resolu-
tion 113 as amended by Resolution NINo.ll6, as the port commission may deem
to be necessary, and for the construction upon said lands so to he ac-
guired, and also upon block three hundred and seventy-two, Seattle Tide
Lands, now owned by the Port, and that portion of the South Canal ater-
way lying between 'hatcom Avenue and Colorado Avemie, all as included in
said modified Unit No.2 of the comprehensive scheme of harbor jimprove-
ment, of an ocean and reilway terminal, inecluding quays and slips,
wharves, sheds, warehouses, cold storage warehouse, grain elevator, car
ferry slip, passenger and freight farry across the east waterway, grid-
iron, small boat landings, railroad tracks, dredging of the necessary
channels and slips, and all accessories necessary or convenient for the
efficient equipment and operation of said ocean and railway terminal, the
same to be known as East dterway Improvenent INo.2.

Sald honds shall be general serial bonds of the Port of Seattle,
in such form as said Port commission shall hereafter prescribe, of the
denomination of one thousand dollars each, numbered consecutively from
one to three thousand, bearing interest at the rate of five per cent. per
annum, payable semi-anmmually, principal end interest payable at the fis-
cal agency of the state of ‘Tashington in the city of New York, to he
dated as issued, and to be issued in such amounts and at such times as

the port commission shall hereafter prescribe and shall mature as fol-

site at some point hetween West Florida Street and llexico Street on
the west shore of Elliott Bay and constructing thereon ferry slips

and buildings, and for the purchase or construction of a ferry boat or
boats, together with all other equipment necessary or convenient to
produce an efficient ferry service between the east and west shores of
Elliott Bay, said improvement heing embraced within Unit To.8, adopted

by resolution No.113, as amended hy resolution No.116, and to be known
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as the Test Seattle Ferry Improvement.
Said bonds shall he general serial hbonds of the Port of Seattle,
in such form as said port commission shall hereafter prescribe, of the
