WHEREAS, a pub l i c  hear ing was he ld  on December 22 ,  197D, of 

which a t  l ea s t  ten { l o )  days' no t i ce  w a s  published in a d a i l y  

Eewspaper of genera l  c i r c u l a t i o n  i n  t h e  Port Distr ic t  8s provided 

by l a w  on t h e  ques t ion  of whether or not the Por t ' s  Comprehensive 

Scheme of Harbor Improvements and I n d u s t r i a l  Developments for  the 

Lower D u w a m i s h  I n d u s t r i a l  Development Dis t r ic t  should be enlaxmged 

by t h e  a d d i t i o n  of approximately twenty-five (25) acres of real

The Commission f i n d s  t h a t  a n  enlargement of 

a p o r t i o n  of the Lower Duwamish  I n d u s t r i a l  Development D i s t r i c t  

fo r  marine t e rmina l  purposes is  a propea: and d e s i r a b l e  park of 

the P o r t ' s  systerr: of Harbor Improvements and Industr ia l  Develop- 

ment i n  such P o r t  District. The Comprehensive Scherne of Harbor 

Improvements and I n d u s t r i a l  Developments €or that District as 

h e r e t o f o r e  e s t a b l i s h e d  by Resolution No. 2111 and men~hermts 

thereto shall be and is hereby en la rged  w i t h  respect to the 

boundar ies  t h e r e o f  and t h e  areas of real property conta ined  therein 

t o  i n c l u d e  the following premises s i t u a t e d  i n  Knng County, WashinTto? 

All of B l o c k s  18, 19 ,  20 and 21, Lots 1 t o  5 
i n c l u s i v e  and 30 t o  36 i n c l u s i v e ,  B l o c k  23, a l l  of 
Blocks  2 4 ,  2 5 ,  33 and 34 t o g e t h e r  w i t h  vacated SW 
Peninsula Place, 1st Avenue SW, 3rd Avenue W, 
Tronsen Place SW, Front  S t r e a t  and alleys i n  said 
blocks,  all i n  Joseph R. McLaughlin's Water Front
