
RESOLUTION NO. 2270 

A RESOLUTION of the  port  Commission of the Port of 
Seat t le  providing for  ce r t a in  amendments 
and additions t o  the comprehensive scheme 
of harbor improvements of the Port of 
Seatt le as  or ig ina l ly  adopted and approved 
i n  Resolution N o ,  17  and a l l  amendments 
thereto,  and specifying the s i t e  of a 
Trade C e n t e r .  

WHEREAS, by Resolution N o ,  17 and amendments there to ,  

the Port Commission of the P o r t  of Sea t t l e  adopted a comprehensive 

scheme of harbor improvements f o r  said d i s t r i c t  as  authorized 

and provided fo r  by RCW 53.20; and 

WHEREAS, a pub l i c  hearing was held on February 27, 1968, 

of which a t  l e a s t  t e n  days' notice was published i n  a da i ly  news- 

paper of general c i rcu la t ion  i n  the Port D i s t r i c t  as provided by law 

on the questions of whether or not the P o r t ' s  ex i s t ing  comprehen- 

s ive  scheme of harbor improvements should be f u r t h e r  amended to:  

1) Include a Trade C e n t e r ,  and 2 )  Spec i fy  t h e  s i t e  of a Trade 

C e n t e r ,  a l l  as  authorized by Chapter 56, Law of 1967; and 

WHEREAS, a f t e r  discussion and consideration of the aforesaid 

questions a t  the  said hearing a t  which meeting the Port  Commission 

presented and considered maps, plans and other data ,  a l l  of which 

were and are  now on f i l e  i n  the o f f i ce  of the  P o r t  Commission,

and the Commission heard from a l l  persons desir ing t o  be heard 

upon the aforesaid questions; and 

WHEREAS, the  Port  Commission has found: 1) the servicing 

functions and a c t i v i t i e s  connected w i t h  the oceanborne and over- 

seas aifiborne t rade and commerce of the Port of Sea t t l e ,  including 

customs clearance, shipping negotiations,  cargo routing, f r e igh t  

forwarding, financing, insurance arrangements and other s imilar  

t ransact ions which a re  p r e s e n t l y  performed i n  various scat tered 
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locat ions i n  t h e  d i s t r i c t  should be central ized t o  provide for  more 

e f f i c i e n t  and economical t ransportat ion of persons and more e f f i -  

c i e n t  and ecanomical f a c i l i t i e s  for  the exchange and buying, sell-  

ing and t ransportat ion of commodities and other property i n  world 

t rade  and commerce: 2 )  Unification, i n  a t rade center,  of func- 

t i ons  and a c t i v i t i e s  described and the appropriate governmental, 

administrative and other services  connected with or i n c i d e n t a l  

t o  t ransportat ion of persons and property and the promotion and 

protection of port commerce, a n d  providing a cen t r a l  locale  for  

exhibi t ing,  and otherwise promoting the exchange and buying and 

s e l l i n g  of commodities and proper ty  i n  world t rade and commerce, 

w i l l  mater ia l ly  a s s i s t  i n  preserving the  mater ia l  and other bene- 

f i t s  of a prosperous port  community: and 

WHEREAS, the P o r t  Commission by contract  hired Fred 

Basse t t i ,  Archi tect ,  t o  plan and design a World Trade C e n t e r :  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE I T  RESOLVED by the Port Commission 

of the  Port of Sea t t l e ,  as  follows: 

Section 1. That the  acquis i t ion,  construction, Zainten- 

ance and operation of a t rade center i n  the area described i n  

Section 3 hereof, is  hereby authorized and U n i t  4 of the P o r t ' s  

comprehensive scheme of harbor improvements i s  added t o  and 

revised as herein provided. 

Section 2.  The Port may acquire needed property or prop- 

e r t y  r igh t s  i n  the area described, and i n  areas adjacent there to  

when required f o r  u t i l i t i e s ,  vehicular or pedestrian access and 

egress: t o  re locate  u t i l i t i e s ,  s t r e e t s ,  sidewalks, easements, 

p i p e l i n e s ,  ou t f a l l s ,  etc.  : and t o  carry out the purposes of 

t h i s  resolut ion t o  provide a t rade center.  

The Port may, as  required, following de ta i led  design 
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and engineering, excavate o r  f i l l  portions of sa id  s i t e ;  

b u i l d  sea w a l l s ,  piers o r  foundations; provide roadways, 

trackage, bridges o r  other  s t r u c t u r e s  t o  assure access for  

vehicles  a n d  persons t o  or from and on the s i t e ;  provide 

a l l  u t i l i t i e s ,  drainage and  s imi la r  improvements necessary 

t o  the use  of said sites and construction of a t rade center .  

Said " t rade center" s h a l l  i n c l u d e ,  b u t  not be 

limited t o ,  the  following described f a c i l i t i e s  and services 

i n c l u d i n g  one or more mul t i - s to r i ed  s t ruc tu res  designed t o  

house : 

I. Offices of :  (1) Port of S e a t t l e ;  (2) U . S .  

Customs Service; ( 3 )  Sta t e ,  Federal and foreign 

government t rade  promotion and development agencies; 

(4)  Agencies or  organizations booking and rout ing 

in te rna t iona l  movements of cargo and passengers by 

vesse l  or  a i r  c a r r i e r ,  (5)  Cargo insurance agencies, 

(6)  In te rna t iona l  banking departments, and (7) other 

similar agencies, organizations o r  individuals serv- 

ing foreign t rade  and commerce; 

11. M e e t i n g  rooms, auditoriums and s imilar  areas  

s u i t a b l e  for  meetings and conferences connected w i t h  

world t rade  and commerce; 

111. Roams and areas  for  the s torage and display 

of import and export merchandise i n  order t o  o f f e r  

qua l i f ied  sellers and buyers  a convenient locat ion 

t o  p r e s e n t  and view merchandise offered for  s a l e  i n  

in te rna t iona l  commerce;

I V .  A l i b ra ry  area containing t rade documents and 

reference mater ia l  including s t a t i s t i c a l  date,  mar- 

keting aids ,  buyer d i r ec to r i e s ,  etc.  Said l i b ra ry  

t o  i n c l u d e  space for  shippers ,  c a r r i e r  representat ives ,  

p u b l i c  o f f i c i a l s  a n d  others t o  carry out research, 

and receive t r ans l a to r  and other a id  on matters 

re la ted  t o  the movement of cargo and passenger, 

through the Port of Sea t t le :  

V. Incidental  building services  and u t i l i t i e s  i n c l u d -  

ing b u t  not l i m i t e d  to :  (1) Vehicle parking as required 

t o  provide for  needs of tenants  and v i s i t o r s  t o  the 

buildings,  ( 2 )  Elevator, esca la tor ,  conveyors and 

other re la ted  f a c i l i t i e s  t o  provide f o r  movement of 

people and goods i n  and ko sa id  t rade  center, ( 3 )  

Restaurants, snack bars and other tenant services ,  

(4)  Postal  substations,  (5) U t i l i t y  and communications 

services, and ( 6 )  other  f a c i l i t i e s ,  u t i l i t i e s  and 

services  required i n  a building estimated t o  include 

a t  l e a s t  200,000 square f e e t  of f loor  space; 

V I .  Transportation f a c i l i t i e s  including: (1) docks, 

wharves, ( 2 )  passenger and f e r r y  terminal: (3)vehi- 

cular  s t r e e t ,  pedestrian and t r a n s i t  access, and (4) 

he l ipor t .  

V I I .  Landscaping, beaut i f ica t ion  and incidental  park 

areas. 
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S e c t i o n  3 .  That cer ta in  r e a l  property owned, or t o  

l a t e r  be acquired by the Port of Sea t t l e  and located w i t h i n  

U n i t  4 of the  P o r t ' s  Comprehensive scheme of harbor improve- 

m e n t s ,  and more par t icu lar ly  described i n  Exhibit A and B 

attached hereto and by t h i s  reference incorporated herein,  

s h a l l  be and the  same is  hereby declared t o  be the location 

of the Trade Center and i ts  re la ted  f a c i l i t i e s .  The spec i f ic  

locat ion upon t h i s  property of the various s t r u c t u r e s  and 

f a c i l i t i e s ,  and their  sequence of development, t o  be subject 

t o  de ta i led  engineering, a rch i tec tura l  and management s t u d i e s  

a s  may be authorized by the Port of Sea t t le .  

ADOPTED by the Port Commission of the Port of Sea t t l e  

a t  a m e e t i n g  thereof held t h i s  27th day of February , 1968, 

and duly  authenticated i n  open session by the s ignature  of 

the Commissioners voting i n  favor thereof and the s e a l  of the 

Commission.
