RESOLUTION NO, 2274

A RESOLUIION of the Port Commission of the Port of Seattle amending
Resolution No. 2111 which established a Comprehensive
Scheme of Harbor Improvements and Industrial Develop-
ments within the Port's Lower Duwamaish Industrial
Development District, by making provision for the sale
of certain real property within the said District as athor-
ized by Chapter 73, Law of 1955, R.C. W. Chapter 53, 25.
WHEREAS, the Port Commassion of the Port of Seattle by
its Resolution No 2111, pursuant to R C W Chapter 53,25, created an
industrial development district within the Port of Seattle (herein called
the Port' known as the Lower Duwamish Industrial Development District
and adopted a Comprehensive Scheme of Harbor Improvements and Indus-
trial Developments for said District; and
WHEREAS, said Resolution Ne 2111 has since been amend-
ed from time to time; and
WHEREAS, a public hearing was held on August 13, 1968 by
the Port Commassion, after notice of such hearing was duly given as
provided by law, on the question of whether or not the Port's existing
Comprehensive Scheme of Harbor Improvements and Induscria: evelop-
ments tor 1ts Lower Duwamish [ndustrial Development District as
established 1n Resolution No. 2111, as heretofore amended, should be
further amended to authorize the sale of certain real property within the
said Lower Duwamish Industrial Devel opment District, and
WHEREAS, after discussion and consideration of said
proposed amendment and after the Commuission heard from all persons

desiring to be heard upon the aforesaid question, at the said hearing,

the Cormmmission decided that its existing Comprehensive Scheme of
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Harbor Improvements ard Industrial Developments for the Lower
Duwamish Industrial Development District as established 1n said
Resolution No 2111, as amended, should be further amended as here-
inafter provided,

NOW, THEREFORE, BFE IT RESOLVED by the Port

Commussion of the Port of Seattle, as follows

Section 1 That the Port Commission of the Port of

Seattle does hereby find that certain real property owned by the Port
of Seattle and located within the Port's Lower Duwamish Industrial
Development District in King County, State of Washirgton, and more

particuiarly described as follows

southeast quarter of section 19, township 24
north, range 4 east, W, M., 1n King County,
Washington, described as follows:

Thal certain real property owned by the Port of Seattle
and located within the Port's Lower Duwamish Industrial Development
District as more particularly described in Section | hereinabove shall be
and the same 1s hereby declared to be available for sale pursuant to the
provisions of R C W Chapter 53. 25 for use by the purchaser for indus-
trial purposes provided that in all cases the purchaser of any such lands
shall be required to submit plans showing the contemplated use of the
property before any sale shall be made by the Port, which plans must be
accepted by the Port Commassion before any conveyance shall be made of

all or any part of guch property
